Rules: 

· Each team should consist of a minimum of 8 runners; the first 4 runners to finish in each team will count toward the overall team score. 

· Points will be awarded based on finishing position i.e. 1st place = 1 point, 2nd place = 2 points…..15th place = 15 points etc. (Schools fielding less than 4 competitors will be given the score equivalent to the last runner plus one. i.e. if there are 36 runners, a team with only 3 competitors would have 37 points added to their score). The winning team will be the one with the lowest combined score.
· Competitors will be issued with a finishing card on completing the race, this should be presented to their team manager who is responsible for recording results and returning to the Event Organiser as soon as possible after each race has finished. 
· Awards will be made to the top three individual finishers and the top finishing team in each race.
